MEETING MINUTES

October 18, 2013

WELCOME: Chair Dan Gatchet opened the meeting. Chair Gatchet introduced two new Board
members, Sheri Call and Robin Rettew.

Mayor Jim Barrow welcomed the Board to Walla Walla.

MINUTES: Mr. Dave Gossett moved and Mr. Larry Paulson seconded the motion to adopt the
July 26, 2013 minutes.

MOTION CARRIED

FMSIB BUDGET: Director Karen Schmidt gave an overview of the proposed budget and indicated
that FMSIB is on target. WFAC meeting expenditures show an increase which is in part due to timing,.
The $25K the Legislature gave to convene WFAC ended on June 30, 2013, but the work has continued.
Director Schmidt is working with the legislative Transportation Committee, OFM and House and Senate
staff to obtain additional funding through the 2014 Supplemental Budget. The Transportation chairs are
aware of the need for additional funds and want WFAC to proceed as planned. However, the funds will
not be appropriated until the 2014 legislative session. There has been an increase in copier expenses due
to WFAC packets. The Lund contract is under budget because Deputy Director Ashley Probart’s work
on the FMSIB Annual Report has defrayed some of the costs of the report.

Capital projects completed remain on the capital budget project list until closed. WSDOT Northwest
Regional manager informed FMSIB that the HWY 99 (Duwamish) truck route has come in under bid so
FMSIB will not pay the full amount. The Yakima River Road project has now been completed.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT: Director Schmidt reported that the 2014 Supplemental Budget was
submitted. WFAC continues to define trends and deficiencies that impact freight. WFAC is working on
the inventory list of multimodal of what the state needs on river, rail, water, and airport. Director
Schmidt discussed the development of an origin/destination inventory that is being developed with the
cooperation of the WPPA and key ports as part of the Freight Inventory. The Director discussed the SE
Washington site visit and her presentation to the Freight Roundtable. She explained that the WFAC
findings will provide a strong freight component to the new Transportation Plan.



BOARD MEMBERS REPORTS:

Mr. Brian Zeigler gave an overview of the Senate Listening Tour.

Mr. John Creighton addressed the Seattle stadium action and his attendance at the listening tour.
Mr. Terry Finn announced his retirement from BNSF; however, he will be on a retainer.

Mr, Larry Paulson is temporarily serving on The Economic Development Council.
WASHINGTON FREIGHT ADVISORY COMMITTEE

Chair Dan Gatchet reported on the September 9™ meeting.

NATIONAL FREIGHT ADVISORY COMMITTEE

Director Schmidt discussed the need for first and last mile needs to be determined and how the corridors
are to be determined.

ANNUAL REPORT

Deputy Director Ashley Probart gave an update on the status of the Annual Report. The Deputy Director
also discussed the issues surrounding the office relocation.

2014 SUPPLEMENTAL BUDGET

Director Karen Schmidt discussed the 2014 Supplemental Budget request. The Director explained that
the agency’s new responsibilities, as well as the need to bring our Deputy Director’s salary on par with
other like agency positions, require FMSIB to request additional administrative funding.

PORT OF WALLA WALLA

Mr. Paul Gerola, Economic Development Director, gave a powerpoint presentation on the port district
background and strategic focus.

MYRA ROAD UPDATE

Mr. Mike Laughery, Project Manager, gave a powerpoint presentation on the Myra Road SR 125 to
Garrison Creek from ground breaking to current status.



WALLA WALLA MPO

Mr. Tom Glover, Director, Walla Walla Joint Community Development Agency (WWAJCDA) gave a
powerpoint presentation on the bi-state effort of forming an MPO in the Walla Walla Valley area. A
resolution was adopted to support WWJICDA to lead the interim work activities necessary for
designation of the MPO.

PER DIEM CHANGES

The Board members were given the updated state per diem rates map, effective October 1, 2013.
