South Park Bridge Replacement Project

Project Description

This project replaces the 81-year old South Park Bridge with a new
bascule bridge spanning the Duwamish Waterway along the 14"
Avenue South corridor between the Cities of Seattle and Tukwila. The

new bridge will have separated sidewalks and dedicated bicycle lanes
in both directions as well as wider travel lanes.

The project includes demolition of the old South Park Bridge structure
in addition to NEPA-required mitigation activities in and along the banks
of the Duwamish River, the reconfiguration of the 14" Avenue S-S
Sullivan and Dallas Avenue S intersection and construction of a rain
garden designed to serve as a drainage facility that will retain and
detain surface water runoff from the bridge surface. The garden will be
located where the approaches to the old bridge once stood. The
garden serves two purposes as a drainage facility and as an amenity to
the community.

The north bridge deck has
been poured. The south deck steel has been installed. Pier 3 demolitions have been completed and pier 4 demolition is
ongoing. The tower work is complete to walls and floors. Mechanical and machinery work is ongoing.

The contract has been extended stemming from delays associated with placing the bridge pier foundations. This affects the originally
scheduled beneficial use, substantial completion and physical completion dates.
