The Freight Mobility Strategic Investment Board authorized use of $2M in FMSIB funds for mitigation construction. We 
advertised in June and awarded the contract in July, and issued notice to proceed in August, 2014. Contaminated soil was 
found on-site; cleanup led to a substantial schedule slip. Completion is now scheduled for June of 2015.
