Avenue S., north of S. 216" Street, and S. 216 Street Segment 2,
west of 24" Avenue S. The west leg of S. 216" Street at SR99 will be
widened to accommodate an additional WB through lane and an EB to
WB U turn receiving pocket. The project will provide 6’ bicycle lanes,
planter strips and 8 to 10’ sidewalks on each side of the street to
provide greater separation from motor vehicle traffic. Urban design
features identify this roadway as a gateway to the city. Communication
and electrical distribution facilities will be undergrounded and roadway
illumination will be provided to meet current standards utilizing LED
technologies. ADA ramp upgrades will be provided at the SR99
intersection and corridor driveways. High voltage lines will be
relocated. Signal, signage and channelization modifications are
included in the project. The project will replace deteriorating pavement.

The City secured right of way and construction for the project. The Project Funding Estimate and Right of Way Plan has
been approved by WSDOT. Legal descriptions are being prepared and appraisals are underway for required right of way.
